Day 1 ALESUND

Surrounded by a multitude of islands, fjords and majestic
mountains, the town of Alesund surprises many visitors. In fact,
it is internationally renowned for its Art nouveau architecture.
After the terrible fire of 1904 which reduced a large part of the
town to ashes, Norwegian architects inspired by the Art nouveau
style contributed to its reconstruction, with a very picturesque
result. Not far from Alesund, you will also discover Giske, the
native island of Rollon, the great Viking leader who commanded
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the Norse expeditions to Normandy, or the beautiful island of
Godoy and the village of Alnes, which offers a grandiose
panorama over the Atlantic Ocean and the surrounding islands.

Days 2 - 4 AT SEA

During your day at sea, make the most of the many services and
activities on board. Treat yourself to a moment of relaxation in
the spa or stay in shape in the fitness centre. Depending on the
season, let yourself be tempted by the swimming pool or a spot
of sunbathing. This day without a port of call will also be an
opportunity to enjoy the conferences or shows proposed on
board, to do some shopping in the boutique or to meet the
PONANT photographers in their dedicated space. As for lovers of
the open sea, they will be able to visit the ship’s upper deck to
admire the spectacle of the waves and perhaps be lucky enough
to observe marine species. A truly enchanted interlude,
combining comfort, rest and entertainment.

Day 5 STOCKHOLM

The capital of Sweden occupies an archipelago in the east of
the country at the junction of Méalar Lake and the Baltic sea. In
Gamla stan, meaning “old town” in Swedish, you can stroll at
your leisure in picturesque medieval streets until you reach the
majestic Royal Palace. On the green island of Djurgarden, you
can visit several very different kinds of cultural centres: the Vasa
museum is dedicated to a 17th century three-mast, the
ecomuseum of Skansen presents traditional customs, and the
ABBA museum is dedicated to the legendary pop group. For a
fantastic, all-encompassing view of Stockholm, you can take a
ride in SkyView, a glass-encased sphere gondola that takes you
to the top of the world’s largest building, the Ericsson Globe, a
Stockholm landmark.
