In the presence of artistic director Alain Duault and a line-up of
virtuoso artists, you will explore the cultural riches of these two
great hotbeds of civilisation- vibrant cities, picturesque ports,
ancient sites and age-old tradition - to the rhythm of tribute
concerts celebrating the 50th anniversary of the passing of this
opera legend, performed by some of the greatest contemporary
voices. A magical immersion into the vibrant heritage of the
Mediterranean, promising unforgettable moments.
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Day 1 - Athens

The Greek capital city is located on the edge of the Saronic gulf,
in the east of the country. It bears a plural name in reference to
the first villages that surround the Acropolis. You will be
enchanted by the rocky plateau presided by its monuments
listed as UNESCO World Heritage. In the city below, you can visit
some of the liveliest districts in Athens: Plaka, with its maze of
colourful streets, and where, in the evenings the drifting aroma
of moussaka and garlic prawns will tickle your taste buds. The
National Archaeological museum and the Cycladic Art Museum
are also some of the city's key attractions and allow visitors to
discover Athens' cultural past.
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Day 2 - Paros

Famous for its white marble, the island of Paros is located in the
Cyclades. Along the quays of Parikia, its main town, you'll see
Byzantine churches and neoclassical buildings. To make the
most of the turquoise waters, you can stop over in Naoussa. This
little fishing port is bounded by a very beautiful cove.

Day 3 - Nafplion

The engaging town of Nafplion is staggered up green hillsides of
the Argolic Gulf, to the east of the Peloponnese. Do not be
surprised by its extremely varied cultural heritage. Some of the
must-see visits are the ancient agora on the plateau of
Akronafplia, Italianate arcades in Syntagma square as well as
the baroque fortress of Palamidi on a hillside of the same name.
At the top of the hill, views of the gulf and the surrounding
mountains are simply awesome. If you want to chill out by the
water's edge, walk along the Arvanitia promenade to a beautiful
creek in the shade of cedars and cypresses.

Day 4 - Crossing the Corinth Canal

The Corinth Canal cuts through the Isthmus of Corinth, tumning
the Peloponnese into an island as it separates the region from
the Greek mainland. Inaugurated in 1893, the canal is a little
over six kilometres long and enables merchant vessels and
passenger to avoid a long 400-km detour around the peninsula.
The two sides of the canal reach a height of approximately fifty
metres. From the exterior decks, don't miss this unique
opportunity to watch the ship as it navigates along the narrow
strip of water encased between tall, ochre cliffs. What an
experience!

Day 4 - Iltea
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Tucked away in the Gulf of Corinth, this little port is situated in
continental Greece, north-west of Athens. Take an easy stroll
along the old cobblestone quays, while gazing at the summits
encircling the Bay of Itea. We wouldn't be surprised if you are
tempted by a visit to the Delphi Sanctuary. The sanctuary is
located on a plateau on the slope of Mount Parnassus, just ten
kilometres from Itea. A listed UNESCO World Heritage site, this
is a once-in-a-lifetime experience whose ancient ruins are
surrounded by steep mountains.

Day 5 - Katakolon

This picturesque village stretches along the lonian sea in the
west of the Peloponnese. Its main harbour offers a vast
panorama of the coastline's wooded hillsides. Dazzling white,
the church of Saint-Nicolas houses a selection of sumptuous
icons. You can also pay a visit the archaeological site of
Olympus on the slopes of Mount Kronos.

Day 6 - Syracuse, Sicily

Its undulating rocky coastline, the endless sandy beaches, the
menacing form of Mount Etna which surveys its island like a
patriarch, the flowery gardens on the hillside... Sicily lays out its
varied landscapes like a shopkeeper displays his wares.
Described by Cicero as "the most beautiful city in the world",
Syracuse was one of the most prestigious cities in Sicily and at
her height was even a rival for Athens. A central city of Ancient
Greece, it was home to a succession of civilisations, each of
which has left their mark. The blend of Arabic, Roman, Norman,
Byzantine and Spanish cultures makes Syracuse a town that is
extraordinarily rich in fragrances, colours and flavours.

Day 7 - Taormina, Sicily
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Located on Sicily's eastern coast, in the province of Messina,
the seaside town of Taormina is Sicily's Saint-Tropez, boasting
heritage sites, secluded beaches and luxury shopping. You can
visit its medieval centre, suspended 300 metres above sea
level, where terraces offer a spectacular view of the
Mediterranean Sea. Another vestige from its past are the ruins of
the Greco-Roman theatre. This extremely well-preserved site
attracts visitors who are fascinated by the natural beauty of the
area which overlooks a turquoise bay.

Day 7 - Sailing in front of Stromboli

Like Ulysses during his Odyssey, you will have the opportunity to
admire the Stromboli, the capricious volcano that looms over
the Aeolian Islands. Its activity, uninterrupted for thousands of
years, has eamed it the nickname the "Lighthouse of the
Mediterranean".

Day 8 - Salerno

Generating a veritable explosion of intense emotions, the
province of Salemo fascinates and enchants travellers. Its
fascinating history will lead you to the extraordinary
archaeological site of Pompeii, whose sprawling ruins provide a
grandiose and moving vision of what a Roman city looked like in
Imperial times. The city which was frozen in time under the
ashes from the eruption of Mont Vesuvius offers you its peerless
historical and cultural wealth, as well as the unique beauty of its
location, which has earned it classification as a UNESCO World
Heritage Site.

Day 9 - Civitavecchia (Roma)

Built on an Etruscan site, between the Tyrrhenian sea and the
Monti della Tolfa, Civitavecchia respires the dolce vita. This very
modern and easy going town combines art and history with
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panache. You can also visit superb historical sites like Fort
Michelangelo or the Cathedral of Saint Francis of Assisi. Just 80
kilometres from Rome, the town is a beautiful first step to the
Italian capital.
